1. INSPECTOR agrees to perform a visual inspection of the home/building listed above and to provide CLIENT with a written inspection report identifying the defects that INSPECTOR both observed and deemed material.  INSPECTOR may offer comments as a courtesy, but these comments will not comprise the bargained-for report.  The report is only supplementary to the seller’s disclosure.
2. Unless otherwise inconsistent with this Agreement or not possible, INSPECTOR agrees to perform the inspection in accordance to the current NJ Standards of Practice NJAC 13:40-15. CLIENT understands that these standards contain certain limitations, exceptions, and exclusions. The inspection and report are not intended to be technically exhaustive, or to imply that every component will be inspected, or that every possible defect will be discovered. No disassembly of equipment, opening of walls, moving furniture, appliances or stored items or excavation will be performed. All components and conditions which, by the nature of their location, are concealed, camouflaged or difficult to inspect, are excluded from the report. In accordance to the current NJ Standards of Practice NJAC 13:40-15 the INSPECTOR is not required to perform invasive or destructive testing. 
3. The inspection and report are performed and prepared for the use of CLIENT, who gives INSPECTOR permission to discuss observations with real estate agents, owners, repairpersons, and other interested parties.  INSPECTOR accepts no responsibility for use or misinterpretation by third parties.   INSPECTOR’S inspection of the property and the accompanying report are in no way intended to be a guarantee or warranty, expressed or implied, regarding the present or future condition use, operability, habitability or suitability of the home/building or its components. Any and all warranties, express or implied, including warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose, are expressly excluded by this Agreement. Any opinions expressed by Inspector to Client regarding adequacy, capacity or expected life of components are general estimates based on information about similar components, and occasional wide variations are to be expected between such estimates and actual experience.
4.  INSPECTOR assumes no liability for the cost of repair or replacement of unreported defects or deficiencies either current or arising in the future. CLIENT acknowledges that the liability of INSPECTOR, its agents, employees, for claims or damages, costs of defense or suit, attorney’s fees and expenses and payments arising out of or related to the INSPECTOR’S negligence or breach of any obligation under this Agreement, including errors and omissions in the inspection or the report, shall be limited to liquidated damages in an amount equal to the fee paid to the INSPECTOR, and this liability shall be exclusive.  CLIENT waives any claim for consequential, exemplary, special or incidental damages or for the loss of the use of the home/building even if the CLIENT has been advised of the possibility of such damages. The parties acknowledge that the liquidated damages are not intended as a penalty but are intended (i) to reflect the fact that actual damages may be difficult and impractical to ascertain; (ii) to allocate risk among the INSPECTOR and CLIENT; and (iii) to enable the INSPECTOR to perform the inspection at the stated fee. This limitation of liability specifically covers liability for damaged property, loss of use of property, lost profits, consequential damages, special damages, incidental damages and governmental fines and charges.
5. INSPECTOR does not perform engineering, architectural, plumbing, or any other job function requiring an occupational license in the jurisdiction where the inspection is taking place, unless the inspector holds a valid occupational license, in which case he/she may inform the CLIENT that he/she is so licensed, and is therefore qualified to go beyond this basic home inspection, and for additional fee, perform additional inspections beyond those within the scope of the basic home inspection. Any agreement for such additional inspections shall be in a separate writing or noted here. Inspector recommends consulting with your realtor regarding obtaining a homeowner’s warranty. Typically, the homeowner’s warranty will cover the homeowner’s in case or major repair items occurring during the first year of occupancy. 
6. Frequently, during the sale of a home, homeowners may accidentally conceal defects either by re-painting, concealing/enclosing, adding insulation, or using other means. The home inspection is not an intrusive inspection and, as such, issues associated with items being concealed may not be noted. The seller’s disclosure is used during a property transaction to reveal items/defects known by the owner and represents a legal document of which seller assumes full responsibility. If problems arise, consult your seller’s disclosure to determine whether the item was disclosed. 

7. Inspector makes no guarantee or warrantee with regard to water infiltration of the basement. Inspector may or may not observe signs of water penetration at the time of the inspection. Certain signs of water infiltration may not have been evident during the inspection. You are advised as with any basement structure that there is a possibility of water infiltration with any rain storm, especially heavy soaking rains. Other factors affect water infiltration such as improper grading, changes to the grading as a result of landscape or plantings, clogged gutters, rain soaked soils, etc.

8. Client is encouraged to participate in the inspection. Inspector shall have no liability for personal injury, property damaged or any other damage resulting from Clients participation in, or attendance at, the home inspection.

9. Client acknowledges that the home inspection is not a substitute for a final walkthrough/inspection performed by the Client just prior to closing. Damages, symptoms, clues, mechanical failures, etc. may not appear after the home inspection is performed and before closing. Client agrees to perform a final walkthrough/inspection as close as possible to the time of closing. Client waves any right to make a claim against Inspector if Client has not diligently performed such a walkthrough/inspection.

10. In the event of a claim against INSPECTOR, CLIENT agrees to supply INSPECTOR with the following: (1) Written notification of adverse conditions within 14 days of discovery, and (2) Access to the premises.  Failure to comply with the above conditions will release INSPECTOR and its agents from any and all obligations or liability of any kind.

11. The parties agree that any litigation arising out of this Agreement shall be filed only in the Court having jurisdiction in the County in which the INSPECTOR has its principal place of business.  In the event that CLIENT fails to prove any adverse claims against INSPECTOR in a court of law, CLIENT agrees to pay all legal costs, expenses and fees of  INSPECTOR in defending said claims.  

12. If any court declares any provision of this Agreement invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions will remain in effect.  This Agreement represents the entire agreement between the parties.  All prior communications are merged into this Agreement, and there are no terms or conditions other than those set forth herein.  No statement or promise of INSPECTOR or its agents shall be binding unless reduced to writing and signed by INSPECTOR.  No change or modification shall be enforceable against any party unless such change or modification is in writing and signed by the parties.  This Agreement shall be binding upon and enforceable by the parties and their heirs, executors, administrators, successors and assignees.  CLIENT shall have no cause of action against INSPECTOR after one year from the date of the inspection.

13 Payment of the fee to INSPECTOR (less any deposit noted above) is due upon completion of the on-site inspection.  The CLIENT agrees to pay all legal and time expenses incurred in collecting due payments, including attorney’s fees, if any.  If CLIENT is a corporation, LLC, or similar entity, the person signing this Agreement on behalf of such entity does personally guarantee payment of the fee by the entity.
